Aliza Ann "Eliza" Ellison Buckner Johnson was born a daughter of William "April" and Matilda Ellison 
who were 20 and 16 years of age at the time of her birth. Aliza, like her parents, was born into slavery. She 
1st married Willis Buckner, a Native American Indian from Kentucky and a free man of color, on May 13, 
1830 when she was 19 years old at the Holy Cross Church in Statesburg, SC, by Augustus L. Converse. 
Together they had one child, John Wilson Buckner, but Willis died that same year leaving her a widow. 
She later married James Marsh Johnson and had no children during this union. At the age of 59 years old 
she died on March 4, 1870 in Statesburg, SC. Her estate from William "April" Ellison was pass down to her 
son, John Wilson Buckner, and not her husband James Marsh Johnson.
